The 
incumbent will provide individual and group counselling, make referrals to the Clinical Therapist, educate 
residents with regards to addictions using a therapeutic community model and attend and participate in 
weekly team meetings and case discussions. Shift work is required for this position. Keyworkers primarily 
work evenings/weekend shifts.

 The candidate must be a graduate of an accredited Community College or University with major 
course work in Behavioural or Social Sciences with two years experience in a residential setting 
or demonstrate an extraordinary ability complemented by life experience and other training that 
will allow the performance of duties.

 Extensive knowledge of addiction and co-occurring mental health issues and trauma-informed 
practices.
